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Rockdale County Employees Give Back Through Stuff the Box Campaign

The boxes will help around 30 homeless families in need in the county during this holiday season. Along with
the “Stuff the Box” effort, County officials and employees raised more than $5,000 during the 2015 United
Way campaign.

“This was a 10-day effort culminating in the bulk of donations given to Prevent Child Abuse Rockdale, and the
remaining balance to Rockdale Emergency Relief,” Rockdale HR Deputy Director Doris Patterson said. “The
response was overwhelmingly positive from various different departments in the County.”
